
 

 

 
C1 Form/ Consignment Note  

 
Under section S.I. No. 147 of the 1998 Waste Management Regulations , for the 
movement of hazardous waste, producers or holders of hazardous waste must complete a 
C1 form/ consignment note for all hazardous waste been transported from their site.  This 
form must accompany the waste at all times, from point of collection through to point of 
treatment. 
 
 

Where to get C1 forms: 
 
C1 forms are supplied by the Environmental Section of each County Council.  The form 
must be obtained from the County Council where the waste is generated. 
 
How much? 
The majority of County Council charge a rate for the supply of each C1 form, this ranges 
from €5 to €25, and is dictated by the County Council themselves.  The remaining Council 
locations are free of charge.  If our company supplies the form, we charge the County 
Council rate and an additional €5 administration charge. 

 
 

C1 form explained 
 
There are 3 sections to a C1 form.  
 
Part A – This section is completed by the Consignor/ producer of the waste.  Under 
the Waste Management Regulations it is the Consignors responsibility, as producer 
of the waste to identify and describe their waste.  Initial Medical Services can help 
you with the completion of sections 2-11 inclusive. 
 
Part B – To be completed by the Carrier of the waste.  The Consignor signs Part B 
to confirm the carrier did actually collect the waste 
 
Part C – When waste is transported to a licenced treatment facility/ Consignee, this 
section is completed.  
 
 
A C1 form consists of 5 coloured carbon copies. 
 
White  The Carriers Copy: This is retained by Initial Medical Services for our records 

Green   This is sent to the Consignors (producers) local authority for their records 

Blue  This is sent to the Consignees (treatment facilities) local authority for their records 

Yellow  The Consignees Copy, it must accompany the waste at all times until final  treatment 

Pink  The Consignors Copy (Producer or holder) of the waste, the pink copy must be  
  kept by the consignor for a period of 5 years.
